                        Honors Cape Henlopen High School Student

For many years students from Delaware have traveled aboard on visits arranged by People to People Student Ambassador National Office. Each fall a representative from the National office speaks to Delaware students to introduce the idea of travel with People to People International (PTPI). These assemblies took place in the Wilmington and Dover areas this past fall, and individual interviews with local teachers and leaders, who will travel with the students, have been completed. These orientation meetings and interviews acquaint the students with the geography, history, government, and culture of the places they will visit. This also helps prepare them to become Student Ambassadors.  In 2010, Delaware high schools students will travel to France, England, Ireland, Wales, Netherlands and Belgium. South Africa is limited to Independent Schools. The Middle school and Grade school students will travel separately to Australia. To date, 142 students have enrolled to travel on these itineraries. 

In recent years, the Delaware Chapter of PTPI has awarded an annual scholarship to a Delaware student to partly pay for the travel cost. This year the award has been granted to Kayla Albertella, a 10th grade student at Cape Henlopen HS. She is involved in a wide variety of organizations and activities, both in the school and in the community. Her community involvement, academic achievements, financial need, leadership and activities make her very deserving of this award. The Delaware Chapter of PTPI reviewed many applications for this scholarship. We are very impressed with the high level of young students we have in our state.  

PTPI is an all volunteer organization dedicated to advancing the cause of international understanding on a person-to-person basis through educational, cultural and humanitarian activities involving the exchange of ideas and experiences directly among people of different countries and diverse cultures.
