PTPDE Books for Overseas Youth Update---- Haiti

Recent contributions from the Books for Overseas Youth program included shipment of a number of boxes of books down to the Easy English Institute of Jacmel in Haiti.  The shipment of these books was assisted by the Haiti Family Initiative (HFI), a group with whom PTP Board member Sean Kathleen Curran recently worked in Haiti.  While down there, Sean worked with HFI's teams of committed teachers, counselors, students, health-care and other professionals who traveled to Jacmel to manage education, sports, arts & crafts, music and dance camps for Haitian children.  Healing programs were also run for women who suffered losses during the earthquake.  Medical clinics, meditation, crafts and business start-up classes were run for these women from the local tent city, Pinchinat.  
 
While working with HFI, Sean met teachers from the Easy English Institute, a collection of young people in their 20s whose goal has been to provide a skill to the local population so that their English skills may help provide them with jobs when the reconstruction effort reaches Jacmel.  Teachers such as Max & Audin have been running daily classes without any books, and using only chalkboards and the knowledge in their heads.  PTP has been happy to contribute some instruments for their school including English workbooks, a set of encyclopedias, and a projector and DVD player set up so that movies can be shown in English to further teach the roughly 90 students that attend the school.
