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It was August 14, 1947,
When a new nation appeared on the world map
It's name Pakistan was carefully thought about by
A few students studying at Cambridge University.
The new nation was considered to be a dream,
Dreamt by the famous poet, Iqbal.
 
There is a long history how it all happened
How the English took over the whole India
How they mistreated everyone

At times it appeared that they were succeeding but other times it did not seem to work
The country had other martial law governments from time to time
Every time the military took over, the dream for Democracy went down.
 
As time passed the population started growing
Thus increasing the challenges for the government to provide for more and more people
Many individuals, government, and other organizations tried their best
New varieties of wheat and rice were introduced,
Better fruits and vegetables came to the market 
The entrepreneurs started many different industries
The country started exporting a lot of different things
That helped her earn the needed foreign exchange.

There have been situations where people turned against minorities,
Christians and Ahmadies 
It is all because of their ignorance and selfishness.
 
In the last few years there have been terrorist activities
This is something that people were not used to at all
Many of them are still at a loss
They don't know why there are terrorist attacks in their land
And who is behind all that
These attacks have certainly created a lot of stress 
People no more feel safe and secure
At times they are even afraid of getting out of their homes.
 
The people of Pakistan over the years, have developed their own unique identity
Like any other nations, they have their own differences with each other
Different providences have different languages and customs
But anytime when there is a crisis, they all become united
And face the enemies with boldness
And try to help their fellow country men and women who are in need
We ex-patriots also have strong feelings for our original homeland , Pakistan
In our humble capacities whatever we can do individually or as small or large groups,
We do our best to help build nation of Pakistan
If any tragedy takes place in that land, it hurts us a lot
And we go out of the way to fix it 
We Pakistanies living within Pakistan or abroad,
We always wish the best for the great nation of Pakistan
