Keynote Speaker  
Dawn R. Culp, R.N . is an Operation Smile volunteer working in the 
pre-op and post-op setting with children from around the world 
operating on cleft lips, cleft palates, facial burns, facial anomalies 
and keloids.  Among the countries she has served include 
Cambodia, India, Kenya, Philippines, Bangladesh, Honduras and 
Russia.  Ms. Culp received her Master in Nursing Degree at Wesley 
College and her Associates Degree of Science at Delaware 
Technical and Community College and is currently on the nursing 
staff at Bayhealth Medical Center in Dover.  Ms. Culp has received 
much recognition for her professionalism, dedication and volunteer 
activism.  
 

People Helping People Award  
Dr. John Levinson  began his practice of obstetrics and gynecology 
in Wilmington, Delaware.  He has been highly involved in bringing 
medical innovations to Asia, taught surgery in Saigon, worked in 
small jungle hospitals in Vietnam, and established the group 
“Volunteer Physicians for Vietnam.”   
 
Dr. Levinson was the founder and president of Aid for International 
Medicine, Inc. (AIM), an organization that placed almost 9 million 
dollars of aid throughout the world in 42 years.  As an official guest 
of the Kingdom of Bhutan, in conjunction with the Explorers Club, 
AIM retrained basic health workers.  Three years later he 
established the first OB-GYN surgical unit for the Afghanistan 
freedom fighters. 
 
Since 1963 Dr. Levinson has made 26 trips to SE Asia, lectured on 
five continents and has done medical work on all seven.  He served 
as President of The Explorers Club , elected a Fellow of the Royal 
Geographical Society of London, and was a Colonel in the USAF 
Reserve during the cold war. 
 
Dr. Levinson credits a remarkable physician who taught him surgery 
with words to live by – “cast your bread upon the waters and it will 
come back as sandwiches.”  That, and “serendipity” gave him a life 
of which he never could have dreamed.
